To record the marks, you just enter a ‘1’ or a ‘0’ in each cell.

These columns tell you the Strand, Topic, Attainment
Target and Level relating to each question part.
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It's easyto see how wellyour class has answered
a particular question or question part.

3) You can also see how they've done on eacBtrand Topic, Attainment Brgetor Level—
e.g. if it's mostly green for the ‘Calculating’ questions, they’ve done well on that Strand.

Troubleshooting

Troubleshooting

To make sure eveything works as it should, pleasecemember the following

1) You need to make sure that your compute's set up to enable macros
Ask your IT experts about this if you get stuck.

2) Make sure the questions are iroriginal question orderbefore you enter the marks
— I.e. they haven't been sorted by Strand, etc.

3) Always make sure there’'s a ‘1’ or a ‘0’ entered for each question part -reverleave
cells blank or enter a numberother than 1 or @ And make sure you've included the
child’s name for each set of marks.

4) Always enter marksndividually or drag them down for the same child Don’t cut and
paste marks or drag them across rows — this affects how the formulas calculate.

5) Don't alter any cells apart from the ones mentioned in this user guide — some of them
contain the formulas that do all the clever stuff If you need a spreadsheet withspace
for more sets of marks, please let us know And don’t worry about spare columns you
don’t use — the spreadsheet ignores them.

6) And finally pleasedon’t delete any of the worksheets(even if you don’t need them).
